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USE OF DANGEROUS SUBSTANCES AND MACHINES

Dear Guardians of Oulu International School students,

In accordance with the primary school curriculum, students under 16 years of age have been able to take part in
activities that are classified as dangerous according to the law, or to use dangerous machinery, appliances, or
chemicals (act 998/1993). The Ministry of Social Affairs and Health presented a bill designed to make this matter
compatible with current industrial safety legislation, and on January 15th, 2006, the Council of State passed a
more specific regulation (475/2006) concerning especially harmful and dangerous work and the protection of
young workers. This mainly concerns technical skills instruction and physics and chemistry laboratory work in
primary school. According to the new regulation it is necessary to inform the student's guardians before-
hand about dangerous activities. (http://www.finlex.fi/fi/laki/alkup/2006/20060475)

Primary school students from the seventh grade onwards, regardless of age, can take part in dangerous
activities only under the direction and immediate supervision of the teacher if it is deemed essential and
can be carried out safely. Students from grades 1-6 are not permitted to use dangerous machinery and appli-
ances.

The following devices and appliances may be an especial cause of danger while working: laser devices, circular

saws, disc saws, band saws, planers, chain saws, routers, wafering machines, or other equivalent cutting ma-

chines, drill presses, angle grinders, metal lathes, gas welders and cutters, pneumatic or equivalent nail guns.

There may be an especially high chemical danger while being subjected to harmful amounts of substances or
products that are classified as being dangerous according to the chemical law (744/1989), or so called carcino-
genic substances (decree 716/2000), such as lead and its compounds, asbestos, and also tobacco smoke in the
work environment.

The requirements of this regulation will be taken into consideration when planning lessons in school.
